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InvoiceAgent Additional Terms of Use (DEEP READ)

Article 1 [General Provisions]

. This TnvoiceAgent Additional Terms of Use (DEEP READ)J (hereinafter referred to as
“Terms”) set forth the terms and conditions for the use of DEEP READ (hereinafter
referred to as the “Function”), which is an OCR Function included in invoiceAgent
(hereinafter referred to as “invoiceAgent™), which are products and services provided by
WingArc Inc. (hereinafter referred to as “WingArc™). Each of the Terms shall apply to the
use of the Function. The Function is provided to customers by WingArc via a network to
services owned by EduLab, Inc.

If a customer places an order based on a quotation, application form, or other document
from WingArc that contains a reference to the Terms, or if the customer uses the Function,
the customer shall be deemed to have accepted each and every provision of the Terms,
and an agreement for the use of the Function based on the Terms (hereinafter referred to
as the “Agreement”) shall be concluded between the customer and WingArc. The customer
with whom the Agreement is concluded with WingArc is hereinafter referred to as the
“Customer”.

In the event of any inconsistency between the Terms of use for the Function described in
this Agreement and the terms and conditions of use applicable to invoiceAgent (including,
but not limited to, the “Software License Agreement” and ““invoiceAgent Terms of Use”,
hereinafter correctively referred to as the “invoiceAgentTerms”), the Terms of this
Agreement shall take precedence. The invoiceAgentTerms shall apply to matters not
described in the Terms.
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Article2[Utilization conditions]

.For the Customer who have already signed a maintenance service agreement for
invoiceAgent product, or who are using invoiceAgent service or invoiceAgent service Free
Trial, WingArc grants a non-exclusive license to use the Function in Japan under the Terms.
The Customer shall use the Function in compliance with the conditions and procedures set
forth in the Terms.

In the event that WingArc separately determines specifications, usage methods, and other
guidelines for the use of the Function (hereinafter collectively referred to as the
“Guidelines™), the Customer agrees to use the Function in accordance with the Guidelines.
Such Guidelines may be changed at the discretion of WingArc, and in the event of such
change, WingArc shall notify the Customer in advance or make a public announcement on
its website.
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Article3[Usage Fee]

1. There shall be no charge for the use of this Function up to the use of a certain quantity of
image reading and processing (hereinafter referred to as “Standard Usage Rights™) using
this Function separately determined by WingArc during the Agreement Term (defined in
Article 5). In the case of using the Function in excess of the Standard Usage Rights
(hereinafter referred to as “Excess Usage”), the use of the quantity in Excess Usage shall
be charged. In the event that a fee is charged, the usage fee shall be the amount obtained
by multiplying the unit price separately determined by WingArc by the quantity of excess
usage, or the amount determined by the plan for increasing a certain quantity set by
WingArc (hereinafter referred to as “Additional Usage Rights”). The Additional Usage
Rights shall be set for each Agreement Term, and shall not be transferred to the next term
even if there are unused quantities at the end of the Agreement Term.

In the event that a customer purchases Additional Usage Rights as described in the
preceding paragraph, the Additional Usage Rights to be purchased shall be renewed for the
next year of the Agreement for a fee, if the Customer has concluded the maintenance
service agreement for invoiceAgent product or the agreement for invoiceAgent service,
which are preconditions for using the Function, and if the term of the respective
agreements is renewed. The same shall apply thereafter.
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Article4 [Payment method]

1. The payment method of the usage fee for the paid portion of the quantity of excess usage
as described in the preceding Article shall be the following;
(1) In the event of Excess Usage by the Customer, WingArc shall calculate the excess
volume as of the end of the Agreement Term specified in Article 5 and issue a lump-sum
invoice in the month following the Agreement Term, and the Customer shall pay the usage
fee for the excess volume to the bank account designated by WingArc by the end of the
month following the month in which the invoice is issued. The customer shall pay the usage
fee for the Excess Usage to the bank account designated by WingArc by the end of the
month following the month in which the bill is issued; or
(2) When the Customer purchases Additional Usage Rights, the usage fee and its payment
conditions shall be stipulated in the quotation or order document between the Customer
and WingArc.

The Customer shall bear the bank transfer fee and any other costs required for payment.
In the event that the Customer delays payment of financial obligations owed to WingArc,
WingArc may demand that the Customer pay late fees at the rate of 14.6% per year from
the day after the due date until the day of full payment.
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Article5[Agreement Term]
The Agreement Term of this Agreement shall be as follows, depending on the type of
WingArc products and services used by the Customer, which are the prerequisites for this
Function.
(1) For “invoiceAgent product
The Agreement Term shall be twelve (12) months starting from the date of commencement
of the maintenance service agreement for invoiceAgent product. However, if neither the
customer nor WingArc expresses an intention to terminate the Agreement at least one
month prior to the expiration of the Agreement Term, the Agreement shall be continued
(renewed) for one year with the same terms and conditions, and the same shall apply
thereafter. Notwithstanding the foregoing, if the maintenance service agreement for the
invoiceAgent product is cancelled or terminated in accordance with Article 13 of the
General Terms and Conditions, this Agreement shall also be terminated upon such
cancellation. In the event that the use of the invoiceAgent is commenced prior to the
commencement date of the maintenance service agreement, the usage volume shall include
the usage volume prior to the commencement date of the maintenance service agreement.
(2) In the case of invoiceAgent service
The Agreement Term is the same as the “invoiceAgent service” usage period. If the
Customer start using this Function during the trial period, the subscription period will be
taken over.

Article6 [Material]

1. The Customer shall be responsible for the source materials converted into text data by
the Customer’s use of this Function (hereinafter referred to as “Target Materials™), and
shall not be liable for any damage caused by WingArc to third parties’ intellectual property
rights (including copyrights (including all rights stipulated in Articles 21 through 28 of the
Copyright Act), patent rights, utility model rights, design rights, trademark rights, the right
to acquire and apply for registration of these rights, and other know-how and technical
information). The same shall apply hereinafter in this Agreement), design rights, trademark
rights, the right to acquire and apply for registration of these rights, and other know-how
and technical information. The same shall apply hereinafter in this Agreement. In addition,
the Customer agree that WingArc shall not be held liable for any damages caused by this
agreement or the provision of this Function.

2.In the event of a dispute with a third party regarding the Target Materials, the Customer
shall resolve the dispute at the Customer’s own expense and responsibility during the term
of this Agreement and even after the termination of this Agreement, and shall not cause
any loss or damage to WingArc.

Article7 [Disclaimer]

. The Customer agree that WingArc does not guarantee the accuracy of the reading of the
Target Materials, nor the accuracy and quality of the text data generated as a result of
the Customer’s use of the Function (hereinafter referred to as “Text Data”).

. In using this Function, the Customer agrees that the Function is provided in the state that
WingArc possesses at the time, and that WingArc does not guarantee that the Text Data
will be free of typographical errors, omissions, bugs, or other defects, that the Function
will be suitable for the customer’s initial purpose, requirements, and usage, or that the
Customer’s use of the Function will comply with laws and regulations, or that there will be
no defects in the use of the Function.

.In the event that bugs or other defects occur in the Function, WingArc will make
commercially reasonable effort to correct or improve them. However, WingArc does not
guarantee that such bugs will be completely corrected or improved. In addition, the
provisions of this section shall apply for a period of six (6) months from the start date of
the Agreement Term period, unless there is a separate maintenance service agreement,
when the Customer is using invoiceAgent product.

. Except in cases of willful misconduct or gross negligence, WingArc shall not be liable for
any damages, including monetary compensation, arising from the Customer’s use of or
inability to use the Function (including the interruption, suspension, termination, unavailability
or modification of the provision of the Function by WingArc, loss of the Target Materials
or equipment failure or damage due to the use of the Function), or any other damages
incurred by the Customer in connection with this Agreement, WingArc shall not bear any
liability for compensation, including monetary compensation, except as otherwise provided
in this Agreement.
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Article8 [Suspend/discontinue]

. Except in cases of emergency or when WingArc deems it unfeasible to give prior notice,
WingArc may suspend or discontinue the provision of the Function with prior notice to
customers in the event of any of the following events;

(1) In case of maintenance or inspection of the system for this function;
(2) In case of force majeure such as fire, power failure, communication line accident or
natural disaster; or
(3) In addition to the preceding items, if WingArc deems it necessary.
. WingArc shall not be liable for any damages incurred by the customer based on this article.
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Article9 [Intellectual Property Rights]

. Any and all intellectual property rights contained in or related to the Target Materials and
Text Data shall belong to the Customer, and even if intellectual property rights arise to
WingArc in the process of providing the Function, they shall belong to the Customer along
with the creation of the Text Data.

. Notwithstanding the provisions of the preceding paragraph, if the Target Materials and
Text Data contain intellectual property rights that have been held by WingArc or a right
holder authorized by WingArc prior to the provision of the Function under the Agreement,
such intellectual property rights shall be reserved by WingArc or such right holder. In this
case, WingArc shall not exercise its moral rights.

. In the event that registration procedures are required in the event that intellectual property
rights are vested in the Customer pursuant to this Article, the customer shall bear all costs
associated with such procedures.
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Article10  [Outsourcing]
WingArc may, at its responsibility and discretion, outsource all or part of this Function or
operations related to the provision of this Function to a third party.

Article11  [Indemnity]

Except in cases where the liability of WingArc for damages is exempted by separate
provisions of this agreement, in connection with the Agreement, WingArc shall be liable for
normal and actual damage caused to the Customer directly by reasons attributable to
WingArc up to the six-month usage fee paid by the Customer to WingArc. Provided,
however, that WingArc shall not be liable to the Customer for any lost profit / income, or
indirect, special, accidental, consequential, compensatory or punitive damages for any cause,
even based on contract, tort, or even if WingArc has been told by the Customer or any
other third party about the possibility of such damages. When application of this Article is
prohibited by laws and regulations, it shall not apply to that extent.

Article12 [Termination for Cause]
1. The party may terminate all or part of the Agreement by giving written notice to the other
party if one of the following events occurs in the other party;

(1) In the event that a party breaches the Agreement and fails to remedy the breaches
and compensate for the damage caused by the breach within 15 days of receipt of
the notice requesting remedy;

(2) When payment is suspended or becomes impossible, or when there is a petition for
the commencement of bankruptcy proceedings, civil rehabilitation proceedings,
corporate reorganization proceedings, or other similar proceedings;

(3) When a draft or check that has been drawn or accepted is dishonored;

(4) When a petition for provisional seizure, provisional disposition, seizure or auction is
filed;

(5)  When delinquent payments of taxes and public dues are made;
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Article13

(6) Dissolution (except in the case of a merger), liquidation, or transfer of the entire
business (including substantially the entire business) to a third party;

(7)  When the supervising authority imposes a punishment such as business suspension or
revocation of business license or business registration;

(8) When there are reasonable grounds to believe that assets or credit conditions have
deteriorated or are likely to deteriorate;

(9)  When the provision of the Function becomes impossible due to force majeure
(10) Violation of laws and regulations or public order and morals; and
(11) In the event that any other serious event occurs that makes it difficult to continue

the Agreement that is equivalent to any of the preceding items.

. The termination in accordance with the preceding paragraph shall be effective prospectively,

and even in the event of termination, the Customer shall pay to WingArc the usage fees
that have already been incurred at the time of termination. Provided, however, this shall
exclude cases where the termination is due to reasons attributable to WingArc.
In the event that the Agreement is terminated pursuant to this Article, the Customer or
WingArc shall not be precluded from claiming compensation from the other party for any
damages incurred by the Customer or WingArc as a result of such termination.

[Cancellation during the Agreement Term]

The Customer may cancel all or part of the Agreement on the last day of the following
month by applying to WingArc by the last day of each month in a procedure determined by
WingArc. In this case, the Customer shall pay to WingArc the usage fee corresponding to
the period up to the cancellation date of the Agreement in a lump sum.

ticle14  [Special Provisions for Business Transfers, etc.]

. In the event that there is a change in the main provider of the Function due to a company

split, business transfer, or other form of succession or transfer of the business related to
the Function by the original rights holder or WingArc (hereinafter correctively referred to
as “Business Transfer”), WingArc will notify the Customer to that effect in advance.

. If the Customer does not object to the Business Transfer within ten (10) business days

after receipt of the notice from WingArc in the preceding paragraph, the Customer shall
be deemed to have accepted it.

_If the Customer accepts the notice in the preceding paragraph and Paragraph 1, the

Agreement cannot be cancelled based on Article 12, Paragraph 1, ltem 6 thereafter.

[Survival]
The provisions of Article 4 (only in the case of unpaid fees), Article 6, Article 7, Article
9, Article 11, and Article 12, Paragraph 3 shall remain in effect even after the termination
of the Agreement.

[Language]

The Japanese version of this Agreement shall be the original thereof, and any translation
to English, Chinese or any other language shall be for reference purposes only. If any
conflict arises between the Japanese version and any translation into another language,
the Japanese version shall prevail.
